Marilyn is sitting in her lounge with her carer, Isabella.
Marilyn: Do you know what the time is, dear?

Isabella: Yes, it's 7:30, Marilyn.

Marilyn: Oh, I'd better get ready for bed.

Marilyn starts getting undressed in her lounge.

Isabella: Shall we go to the bedroom to get ready for bed?

(Isabella Does not Agitate Marilyn.)

Marilyn: Don'’t be silly, this is my bedroom.
Marilyn continues to undress.

Isabella: This is your bedroom over there, isn’t it?
Pointing to the bedroom.

Marilyn: | want to get changed here?

Marilyn starts to get agitated.

Isabella: OK, Marilyn. I'll shut the curtains and get your night clothes.
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(Isabella Tolerates this behaviour because Marilyn is not causing harm to herself or others.)

Isabella recognises that this happens at around 7:30pm every evening. Therefore, Isabella
starts inviting Marilyn to get changed for bed in her bedroom at 7:15pm every evening,

Anticipating Marilyn’s behaviour.
